With the goal of creating an environment that befits an area aiming
to become a 21st-century international business city, a full-fledged
urban housing development is being constructed in Makuhari Bay

Town. This new comfortable living environment is intended to offer

attractive urban city design while supporting needs and lifestyles of
the new era. Cooperation with housing companies based in public-
private partnerships has established truly metropolitan residences.
To this end, Makuhari Bay Town features street-facing housing and

contains commercial and business facilities on the lower floors of
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housing units to create a vibrant and active town atmosphere.

Since housing was first opened for occupation in March 1995,
Makuhari Bay Town has met its goal of providing at least 9,400
homes, or roughly 25,000 people, as of the end of January 2023.

In order to create a unique townscape, several
architects and designers were contracted to work on
a given block, adhering to a design concept that
integrates both buildings and roads into a cohesive
landscape.

In the center of each block, there are large, unique
courtyards, or patios.

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Multi-function service ducts
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All power lines, telephone cables, water, pneumatic
trash-carrying ducts, and other utilities are housed
in multi-function underground ducts beneath the
roadways.

The lack of unsightly utility poles greatly improves
the appearance of the streetscape and contributes
to comfortable urban living.
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Initiatives for the Revitalization of Makuhari Bay Town
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In Makuhari Bay Town, a variety of events - such as the Bay Town
Festival, Bay Town Summer Festival, and Bay Town Morning Market - are
planned and operated by locals from the neighborhood associations and

This school is a pioneer open school with multiple
rooms that enable individuals and small groups to
participate in creative learning activities.

This school places great importance on its commu-
nication with the local community.
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Chiba Municipal Kaihin Utase Elementary School
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Opened in April 2001.

The primary school is the closest one in the city of Chiba to the
ocean.

Established in the first year of the new millennium, the school
has 3 buildings surrounding an inner court. Open style classrooms,
work spaces and wide terraces outside the classrooms, so that
students can comfortably engage in learning activities.
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Chiba Municipal Mihama Utase Elementary School
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Opened in April 2006.
The school has open classrooms that connect to
workspaces, allowing for diverse educational

activities. The school is actively promoting educational
activities in collaboration with the local community.
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Chiba Municipal Utase Junior High School
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Opened in April 1995.
It adopts the "Subject Oriented System" that enables
exclusive learning activities without enforcing regulations

or the wearing of school uniforms while placing emphasis
on manners and the fostering of students initiative.
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Chiba City Utase Public Center (Makuhari Baytown Core)
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This is a lively hub of community activities for local residents
with a community center, branch library, and children's room.
The facility was built with the participation of residents from
the very first phases of planning and design. The building
received the 0th Public Architecture Award in 2006.
