The Public Enterprises Bureau has developed and sold several
inland industrial parks suitable to their respective locations, to
create local job opportunities and vitalize the community. It could
be said that the best features of the parks include environmentally
friendly industry and natural surrounds rich in greenery.

Our bureau has constructed an area on the west side of the Narita
Airport in order to construct Narita International Distribution
Complex. Narita International Airport Corporation took over the
land from us in 2019. The land is supposed to be utilized as a part
of Narita Airport facilities.

Extending from Urayasu City through Chiba City to Futtsu City, The Keiyo Seaside Zone
began land reclamation projects in the late 1950’s. At that time projects were underway in
